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Meteorological Factors Important for Airport Operations
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Weather is of the utmost importance to Aviation.  Fog and low cloud at an airport may mean the delay in taking off and difficulty in landing. It is desirable to know when these weather conditions are most likely to occur.  The factors important in determining the onset of fog and low cloud, in particular at Dublin Airport, will be investigated.

· The study will be motivated by reviewing the relative importance of different Met factors important to aviation.

· The meteorological factors that cause different types of fog to occur will be reviewed – radiation fog, advection fog, valley fog, freezing fog etc.

· Particular emphasis will be placed on the local influences of fog and low cloud at Irish Airports, including Dublin, Shannon, Cork and Knock.

· A climatology analysis correlating fog with other meteorological factors will be carried out. 

· On the basis of theory and on the local climate, the skill in prediction of fog at various sites will examined.

· The method and results will be presented in a report.
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
