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Climate Analysis: Statistics of storminess in Ireland.
Student Name
An analysis of the wind climatology of Ireland should be carried out, using observational data which is available on the website of the European Climate Assessment & Dataset project ECA&D (eca.knmi.nl). 
The primary goal of this project is to answer the following question: 
    Has there been an increase in storminess in Ireland over the past   three or four decades?

· The extent to which data is available from the ECA&D source should be investigated.

· Relevant studies in this area which have been undertaken before should be reviewed. (Met Éireann Library should be consulted).
· Time series of wind observations from Irish stations should be obtained from the ECA&D source.
· Analysis of these series should be undertaken to evaluate the occurrence of extremes.
· The overall wind climatology of Ireland should be described, based on the observations.
· One or two of the most extreme events should be investigated in more detail, taking the synoptic context into account.

· A comprehensive report should be prepared.
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
