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Sea Breeze on the coast of Ireland


Student Name
This project will comprise a study of  the sea-breeze phenomenon. It will consider the onset and development of the sea breeze, the synoptic conditions which favour it, the extent to which it penetrates inland and the associated cloud formations. The relevance of the Earth’s rotation should be considered.
The report should include the following components:

· The occurrence of sea breezes on the coasts of Ireland will be investigated.

· The dynamical theory which applies to this phenomenon will be reviewed.

· The synoptic conditions which favour sea breezes should be discussed, with reference to specific examples.

· The development of the wind and temperature fields, and their geographical patterns, should be considered in detail (observations to be investigated are given in the appendix below).
· The value and limitation of NWP guidance for prediction of sea breezes should be reviewed.

· Several case studies should be undertaken, each considering the synoptic situation, breeze onset, direction and strength and decay.

· The results should be described in a report.
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
